
Billboard Ordinance 1 

1. No new billboards may be constructed. 
2. Existing Billboards: 

a. Grandfathered in. 
b. Cannot be enlarged or altered. 
c. Can be repaired if damaged by “Act of God” or damage caused by a third 

party not relating to the owner. Permit required for repairs. 
d. Billboard and supporting structure must be removed if it fails to display and 

advertisement for a period of 3 consecutive months.  An advertising or display 
of the sign company business is counted toward the 3-month period before 
abandonment.  

e. List of nonconforming billboards will be generated and action taken to bring 
into compliance or removed by owner of billboard. 

3. Does not allow conversion of static billboard to digital billboard. 
 

Billboard Ordinance 2 

1. Addresses Static, Electronic/Digital, and Interstate Corridor Billboards. 
2. Does not allow Static or Digital Billboards in Commercial Neighborhood zoning 

districts. 
3. Addresses construction and maintenance of all billboards. 
4. Increases distance between billboards on same side of the road from 500 feet to 

1,000 feet. 
5. Establishes distance from residential structure and zoning district to 300 feet for 

static billboards and 500 feet for digital billboards. 
6. Requires sign owner plaque on billboards. 
7. Establishes requirements for digital signs:  

a. Instantaneous change of message 
b. No flashing, animation, twirl, scrolling, fading, change color, or motion. 
c. Automatic light sensing device that adjusts to ambient light conditions;  
d. Default mechanism for sign malfunction, and  
e. Display of emergency information such as Amber alert, hurricane 

evacuation routes. 
8. Allows conversion from static to electronic/digital billboards. Must permanently 

remove one or more existing billboards whose cumulative area is a minimum of 2 
times the square footage of sign area of the digital billboard.  

9. Lists requirements for the permit application, demolition, and construction plans.
